FRASER VALLEY KARAOKE CHALLENGE

Welcome to the “Fraser Valley Karaoke Challenge” and Thank you for participating in this years competition.  This contest has been designed to make you think outside your karaoke comfort zone. With a new genre each week you will explore other areas that you might not have ventured into in the past and will allow you to be creative with your performance.  

The competition involves two venues – Gabby's Cabaret and The Half Time Bar and Grill.  With two venues, it gives you an opportunity to sing in one OR both venues.  For those of you who have busy schedules, then you will compete in one club.  For those of you who wish to are welcome to compete in both clubs.  Everyone will have an opportunity to showcase their talents in front of three judges. Each venue will provide three judges of their own choice.  The judges may or may not comment on your performance.  

Scores from each night will be separate in both clubs.  Each night your scores will be added together to create  a combined running total.  In order for you to keep your score high, It is imperative you show up at the club or clubs each week.  Your scores each night will accumulate and at the end of week #6 the top 10 scores from all of the contestants in both Gabby's and Half time will move onto the Semi-Finals in week #7.     The Semi-finals will then require all ten contestants to compete in both clubs – Gabby's on Tuesday April 28th and at Half Time Bar and Grill on Wednesday April 29th.   The top 8 scores from both nights will move onto the Finals at Gabby's on Tuesday May 5th and at Half Time Bar and Grill Wednesday May 6th.   

The top three winners, first, second and third will be announced on Wednesday May 6th at Half Time Bar and Grill.  Each venue will be following the exact same format as the following contest outline. 

This will be a very challenging competition which requires dedication, hard work and commitment to see it through.  Its flexibility offers everyone an opportunity to showcase what they really have to offer and gives you a real chance to be seen by and win over your audience.  I WISH THE BEST OF LUCK TO YOU ALL and HOPE YOU HAVE FUN WITH IT!!

RULES AND REGULATIONS

· Each contestant must pay a $25.00 Entry fee for one club and only another $10.00 fee if you choose to compete at both clubs.  The Fee or fees must be paid on or before the first week begins.  The non-refundable entry fee/s must be paid by everyone entering.  You can drop off your application and pay your fee at either venue.

· All contestants much compete, willingly, as a solo vocalist – the artist cannot be accompanied by additional vocalists and/or musicians.   

· Contestants will be allowed to use musical instruments during the competition, semi-finals and finals, as “accompaniment only”, as long as the venue is set up for it.

· Each contestant agrees to perform to tracks during the entire competition either supplied by themselves or the venue.  NO “original” music allowed. If any artist wishes to use their own tracks they must be first approved and agreed upon by the venue.  

· This is a Karaoke Contest, so, TV monitors will be allowed up and including week #6.  The Semi-Final and Finals nights - Absolutely NO TV will be allowed.

·  Weeks  #1 thru 6  require only One song per contestant.   Three songs will be required for the Semi-finals and for the Finals, two fast and one ballad( in any order) 

· As there are two sets of different judges per club and you choose to compete in both venues you may sing the same song/s in each club per week.


· Each contestant must arrive at the performance a minimum of ½ hour prior to the start of the competition in order to sign up and go over their song choices.  Duplicate song choices, during one night, will be decided upon by the contest operator;  so please be prepared with other song choices in case.  Any contestant has the right to reserve their songs one week prior to the next contest night.  Previous songs performed from other contestants are allowed in the Semi-finals and Finals nights only. 

· CONTESTANTS CONDUCT:

Each contestant will be asked to conduct him or herself in a professional manner during all performances.

       This includes:

· NO profanity during performances.

· NO sexual connotation during performance, all clothing must stay ON!

· NO racial slurs or derogatory remarks.

· NO microphone abuse such as swinging or dropping.

· NO badgering or conversing with any judges.  Sometimes this can be difficult to monitor, however, if you are a contestant and you do know one of more of the Judges, please refrain from hugging, talking or conversing with them during the competition.  This is very upsetting for your fellow contestants and your consideration would be appreciated.  You will be asked to cease any communication until after all performances are finished.  

· NO contestant may slander, bad-mouth or badger another contestant, as this will result in immediate disqualification!!!  Zero tolerance will be given on this issue.        

·  ALL judge’s scores per night are final and will be kept confidential.  If you would like to have your scores you may email Annie at cast1@telus.net on Thursday afternoon after each performance.  All scores will be kept confidential from other contestants.

· Each contestant, in no particular order, will sing one song of their own choice.  Three judges will be provided at each venue and they may or may not critique your performance.  

WEEK #2 –   “60's MOTOWN” 

· – Gabby's Cabaret - Tuesday March 24th doors open 9:00pm, contests starts 9:30pm

· - Half time Bar and Grill - Wednesday March 25th.  contest starts at 8:30pm

· Each contestant will perform one song, of their choice, from the “60's Motown” era.  

              WEEK #3 –   “70's DISCO” 

· – Gabby's Cabaret - Tuesday March 31ST doors open 9:00pm, contests starts 9:30pm

· - Half time Bar and Grill – Wednesday April 1st.    contest starts at 8:30pm

· Each contestant will perform one song, of their choice, from the “70's Disco” era. 

WEEK #4 –   “80's ROCK” 

· – Gabby's Cabaret - Tuesday April 7th  doors open 9:00pm, contests starts 9:30pm

· - Half time Bar and Grill – Wednesday April 8th.   contest starts at 8:30pm

· Each contestant will perform one song, of their choice, from the “80's Rock” era.
